REQUIRED YEAR 1 COURSES:

Anti-Racism/Undoing Racism

Summer Math Institute (High School Math teachers only)
Cumulative Effect Seminar Series (High School Math teachers only)

HOW TO REGISTER
If you are new to GCS you will need to apply for a professional development login. You may do
so by clicking on this link https://profdevsignup.gcsnc.com:444/ .

number and an email address (does not have to be a GCS email address).

Once you receive your login you may register for these courses by clicking on

IMPORTANT NOTES

You will only receive credit for year 1 courses during your FIRST year as a Mission Possible
faculty.
