GTCC Course Descriptions

EDU 243: Learning Theory

This course provides lateral entry teachers an
introduction to learning theory, various styles
of learning, and motivational factors involved
in the learning process. Emphasis will be
placed on the development of cognitive skills
using the seven types of intelligence and ap-
plying these to practical classroom situations.
Upon completion, students should be able to
describe theories and styles of learning and
discuss the relationship between different
types of intelligence to learning motivation.
(CO)

EDU 244: Human Growth/Development
This course introduces lateral entry teachers
to theories and ages and stages related to
human growth and development from birth
through adolescence. Emphasis will be placed
on development through the stages of a
child’s life in the areas of physical, emotional,
social, intellectual, and moral development.
Upon completion, students should be able to
identify and describe milestones of each stage
in all areas of development and discuss factors
that influence growth. (CC)

EDU 271: Educational Technology

This course introduces the use of technology
to enhance teaching and learning in all educa-
tional settings. Topics include technology con-
cepts, instructional strategies, materials and
adaptive technology for children with excep-
tionalities, facilitation of assessment/
evaluation, and ethical issues surrounding the
use of technology. Upon completion, students
should be able to apply technology enhanced
instructional strategies, use a variety of tech-
nology resources and demonstrate appropriate
technology skills in educational environments.
