Below are tips for success
based on their own experiences:

Join a professional educators
association to take advantage of
the resources, support, networking,
and professional development
opportunities to assist you in your
career.

Build good relationships with your
colleagues to encourage and
support each other. Network with
positive, successful employees.

Apply for grants as you learn of
options available to you to help fund
classroom projects or special
supplies.

Send home a monthly newsletter to
inform parents of class information.
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Save receipts for classroom purchases
for a tax deduction of up $250 for
classroom supplies.

Be consistent with your classroom
management plan. Let your students
know they can count on your
management skills to provide the best
learning environment.

Keep a notebook of daily notes and
class handouts along with your
students. Students can check this
sample notebook when they return
from an absence or when they need
to check notebook organization.

Hold a class meeting to address
concerns, brainstorm solutions, and to
set new goals for the improvements
and success in the classroom.

Am | eligible to transfer to
another school for the 2009-2010 academic year? If so, what do | need to do?
Because contracts for lateral entry teachers are for the current academic year
only, you do not complete a transfer application. Lateral entry teachers are
licensed employees who hold a temporary contract; therefore, you are free to
explore other options and seek employment at another school for the next
school year. You will need to search job vacancies and submit your resume and

letter of interest to the principal for consideration. Regardless of any possible
change in school, you still need to make sure you are meeting the state

requirements for continued employment, including completing the six credit
hours per year of approved licensure coursework and taking and passing the
Praxis Il exam listed on your NCDPI letter by the deadline.
