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What is the Piedmont
Alternative Licensure
Program?

The PAL Program began in 1998 as a collabo-
rative project between Greensboro College
and Bennett College. PAL provides (1) the
Professional Education sequence needed for
teacher licensure and (2) a support network
for lateral entry candidates.

PAL Program is an accelerated program
based on the successful alternative licensure
program at East Carolina University, which
has successfully assisted lateral entry teach-
ers since1993.

Philosophically, the PAL Program is based
upon three essential ideas about teaching
and learning;:

First, a commitment to providing qualified,
enthusiastic, confident, and dedicated teach-
ers for K-12 children in North Carolina’s
classrooms;

Second, a recognition of life experiences of
adults who seek to become teachers;

Third, the belief that the teaching profession
rests upon specialized knowledge and skills
and that this knowledge and these skills re-
quire instruction, guidance, reflection, and
practice in order to be adequately developed.

Thus, we have developed a program that
addresses a critical need, values partnership,
and maintains the integrity of the profession.

The PAL Program for Middle Grades,
Secondary and K-12 Teachers:

This 12 month, 6 course, 17 semester hour se-
quence is designed exclusively and especially
for beginning lateral entry teachers already
teaching in middle or secondary schools.

What licenses are available through PAL?

0 middle grades science, social studies,
mathematics, and communication skills

O secondary biology, English, mathematics,
social studies

0 K-12 art, music, physical education, Span-
ish, and theatre.

What comprises the PAL sequence?

Six courses (17 credit hrs), structured sequen-
tially in a twelve-month developmental ex-
perience of two major components:
O Five-course, five-week, intensive preser-
vice training experience in June and July
- Institution of School (3 hrs)*
- Literacy in the Content Area (3 hrs)*
- Nature of the Learner (3 hrs)*
- Classroom Management/Planning and
Instruction (3 hrs)*
- Teaching Children with Special Needs
in the Regular Classroom (3 hrs)*
O A semester-long clinical experience in the
candidate’s classroom
- Clinical Practicum ( 2 hrs)
*Meets RALC competency requirement
Also required in addition to PAL (NCDPI
requirement):
O Fall semester: Pedagogy course in the stu-
dent’s specific content area (e.g., K-12 Art,
9-12 English, etc.)

PAL participants form a close-knit cadre
during the intensive summer programs.
During the following teaching year, par-
ticipants have access to a professional liai-
son.

Am I eligible?
An eligible candidate

0O is employed as a school teacher in a
NC public or SACS accredited institu-
tion.

O has earned a bachelor’s degree from
an accredited college or university and
has completed a major or concentra-
tion in an area that matches employ-
ment or intended employment.

QO has at least a 2.500 GPA on all college/
university work, or has met NCDPI
lateral entry employment require-
ments.

0O takes and satisfies the PRAXIS I crite-
ria in reading, writing, and mathemat-
ics if required for lateral entry employ-
ment or if GPA is below 2.5.

Are other courses required for licensure?

Possibly. The six PAL courses cover the
“professional studies.” Depending upon
the candidate’s college degree, some addi-
tional coursework in the content area of
teaching may be necessary to fulfill state
competencies (e.g., middle grade social
studies licensure candidates must take a
cultural geography class; secondary
mathematics candidates need a class in
geometry, etc.).
