Our House: A Home

GCMC, a high school option, is located on the beautiful
and serene campus of Greensboro College. Our school
was established as a result of the vision of the Guilford
County Board of Education and superintendent as a
result of their commitment to providing a comprehensive
educational choice that meets the diverse and challenging
needs of high school students. We believe that the power
of the college campus is a primary and powerful means
for academic engagement.

GCMC offers an honors-level curriculum and the opportunity
for dual enrollment in both high school and college courses to
capable high school juniors and seniors. Our school operates on
a semester schedule calendar and has an opening and closing
date that is closely aligned with Greensboro College.

The school has the capacity to serve 110 juniors and seniors.
Guilford County Schools pays the cost of tuition and text-
books for students who are enrolled in college classes.
Students have full access to almost all aspects of college
events and facilities, including the library, Reynolds Center,
computer labs, the cafeteria and sporting events.
Transportation is provided for students who need it.
