Using
the information and data they collect in various
disciplines, students develop their own projects
and analyze their findings on the computer. They
prepare multi-media presentations and use word
processing, internet research and graphing to
demonstrate their knowledge and discoveries.

The curriculum augments the North Carolina
Standard Course of Study for Middle School with
an emphasis on physical, earth, environmental and
life sciences. The strong connection between tech-
nology and classroom practice further enhances
the magnet theme. Instruction is integrated through
exploratory science and advanced technological
study by specialists who also collaborate with
regular classroom teachers. Students are actively
engaged in investigating, discovering and applying
concepts from all core areas to real-world issues
through the lens of scientific thinking skills and
with the support of current technology. The essence
of the program is to build students' capacities for
the rapid technological changes of the 21st century.
