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The Guilford County School System encourages the strategic use of grants funding aligned to 
school and district goals and priorities. Any individual, school, or district initiated grant that 
involves the request or expenditure of district funds during the life of the grant or in subsequent 
years following the grant must be approved or reported at the district level. Staff seeking to 
apply for grants in an amount less than $50,000 shall notify the Grants Office and follow the 
guidelines stated in the Procedure. Staff applying for grants of $50,000 or more shall submit the 
application to the Grants Office for prior approval before final submission. These grants will be 
reviewed and approved by the District Grant Approval Committee (see Procedure DD-P).   

Grants in excess of $100,000 require the approval of the Board of Education prior to final 
submission.    

The Board shall receive an annual report on the status of grant funding. The Superintendent or 
his designee is authorized to issue procedures providing the details of the grant approval 
process.
