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Health and Safety Precautions Checklist
ACTIVTY: Student Arrival

Each morning, prior to student arrival:
☐  Spray/wipe down the desk, plexiglass divider (if available), chair, doorknobs and any
      other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes. 
☐  Set up physical barriers between each student’s individual workstation to maintain district guidelines for social distancing. 
☐  Removed unnecessary items in the classroom that may be touched (i.e. staff personal belongings, student equipment that may not be use during arrival).
☐ Label individual student areas (desk, chair, box of manipulatives) to avoid cross contamination.
☐  Set up each student’s workstation with individual boxes filled with pre-sanitized manipulatives, laminated schedule cards, laminated token systems.
☐  Prop classroom door open to avoid multiple touches of the doorknob during student entry.

As students enter the building: 
☐ Car Riders: Parents will be greeted by school staff and be asked to remain in their car.
☐ School staff and students use hand sanitizer upon entering building.
☐  Followed school’s protocol for temperature checks.
[bookmark: _GoBack]☐  Staff wears PPE during arrival activities (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor).
☐  Students wear PPE unless otherwise documented by a medical professional in a Doctor’s note
☐ Staff monitors student transition to classrooms using appropriate social distancing and safety protocols dependent on mobility and behavior needs.

As students enter the classroom:
☐  Classroom staff and student washed hands or used hand sanitizer upon entering classroom.
☐   Students put personal items away in assigned and labeled locations distanced from materials belonging to others with minimal physical interaction from peers or staff.
☐  Staff wears PPE during arrival activities (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor).
☐  Students wear PPE unless otherwise documented by a medical professional in a Doctor’s note.
☐  If the student leaves and returned to the classroom at any time, they re-sanitize their hands each time.

☐  Staff monitor students during activities to ensure no cross-contamination of manipulatives, schedule cards, communication symbols/devices, etc.

Health and Safety Precautions Checklist
ACTIVTY: Instructional Time

Whole Group:
☐  Spray/wipe down the desk, plexiglass divider (if available), chair, and any other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes. 
☐  Set up physical barriers between each student’s individual area to maintain district guidelines for social distancing. 
☐ Label individual student areas (desk, chair, box of manipulatives) to avoid cross contamination.
☐  Removed unnecessary items in the classroom that may be touched (i.e. staff personal belongings, student equipment that may not be use during arrival).
☐  Set up each student’s area with individually labeled boxes filled with pre-sanitized manipulatives, laminated schedule cards, communication symbols/device, laminated token systems.
☐ Minimize use of common space materials (i.e. calendar pieces, interactive pens, computer mouse, etc.).
☐ Be prepared to sanitize any common space materials (i.e. calendar pieces, interactive pens) between each student use.
☐ Arrange staff to provide enough support while maintaining district guidelines for social distancing.
☐  Staff wears PPE during all activities (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor).
☐  Students wear PPE unless otherwise documented by a medical professional in a Doctor’s note.

1:1 Instruction: 
☐  Spray/wipe down the desk, plexiglass divider (if available), chair, and any other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes. 
☐ Have individual materials and manipulatives pre-sanitized and prepared or use during 1:1 Instruction. 
☐ Teacher and student washes hands or used hand sanitizer prior to sitting in 1:1 Instruction Area.
☐  Staff wears PPE during all activities (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor).
☐  Students wear PPE unless otherwise documented by a medical professional in a Doctor’s note.

☐  If the student leaves and returns to 1:1 Instruction Area at any time, they must re-sanitize their hands each time.  
☐  At no time may students face each other at the same 1:1 Instruction Area.

At the end of each 1:1 Instruction: 
☐  Have student wash hands or use hand sanitizer prior to leaving the area.
☐ Remove manipulatives that may have come into contact with the student’s mouth, nose, or any other orifice for disinfecting later.
☐  Sprayed/wiped down the desk, plexiglass divider (as available), chair, and any other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes.

In between each activity:
☐ Have student wash hands or use hand sanitizer as they transition between activities.
☐ Remove manipulatives that may have come into contact with the student’s mouth, nose, or any other orifice for disinfecting later.
☐  Sprayed/wiped down the desks, plexiglass dividers (as available), chairs, doorknobs and any
      other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes.

Health and Safety Precautions Checklist
ACTIVTY: Mealtime

Prior to mealtime:
☐  Spray/wipe down the desk, plexiglass divider (if available), chair, and any other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes. 
☐  Set up physical barriers between each student’s individual area to maintain district guidelines for social distancing. 
☐ Label individual student areas (desk, chair, manipulatives, adapted utensils, etc.) to avoid cross contamination.
☐  Removed unnecessary items in the classroom that may be touched (i.e. staff personal belongings, student equipment that may not be use during mealtime).
☐  Set up each student’s area with individual utensils, food items, and any pre-sanitized manipulatives, laminated schedule cards, communication symbols/device, laminated token systems that may be used during mealtime.
☐ Minimize use of common space materials (i.e. communication symbols, serving utensils, condiments, etc.).


During mealtime:
☐ Be prepared to sanitize any common space materials (i.e. communication symbols, serving utensils, condiments, etc.) between each student use.

☐ Arrange staff to provide sufficient support while maintaining district guidelines for social distancing: 
☐ Staff may only assist one student at a time to complete their entire mealtime routine.
☐ Staff must wash and sanitize their hands between each student they support during mealtime.
☐  Staff wears PPE during all activities (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor).
☐  Students may remove PPE to eat and drink.
☐  If a student leaves and returns to their desk at any time during a meal, they must re-sanitize their hands each time.

☐  At no time may students face each other during mealtime.

☐  Staff should follow established protocols for individual student tube feedings.

☐  Staff should not eat during student mealtime to avoid cross contamination.

After mealtime:
☐ Have student wash hands or use hand sanitizer when leaving the area.
☐ Remove items that may have come into contact with the student’s mouth, nose, or any other orifice for disinfecting later.

☐ Discard all disposable utensils, trays, and other materials used during mealtime.

☐  Sprayed/wiped down the desk, plexiglass divider (as available), chair, and any other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes.

Health and Safety Precautions Checklist
ACTIVTY: Toileting/Changing

Prior to toileting:
☐  Spray/wipe down toilet, potty chairs, sink, changing table, and any other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes. 
☐  Removed unnecessary items in the classroom that may be touched (i.e. staff personal belongings, student equipment that may not be use during toileting).
☐  Set up the bathroom/ changing table/changing area with student’s individual toileting items, and any pre-sanitized manipulatives, laminated schedule cards, communication symbols/device, laminated token systems that may be used during toileting.
☐ Only one student may enter the bathroom/ changing table/changing area at a time.

During toileting:
☐ Arrange staff to provide sufficient support while maintaining district guidelines for social distancing: 
☐ Staff may only assist one student at a time to complete their entire toileting routine.
☐ Staff must wash and sanitize their hands between each student they support during toileting.
☐ In the event that two staff must assist a student (i.e. for students requiring two-person lifts to access a changing table), both staff members must remain in changing area until the routine is complete. 
☐  Staff wears PPE during all activities (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor)
☐  Students wear PPE unless otherwise documented by a medical professional in a Doctor’s note.

After toileting:
☐  Spray/wipe down toilet, potty chairs, sink, changing table and any other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes. 
☐ Staff and student must wash and sanitize hands after completing toileting routine.

Health and Safety Precautions Checklist
ACTIVTY: Behavior Intervention

**Staff is well trained in intervening in behavior concerns. It may be difficult to wear PPE during these times. Staff will need to follow typical procedures as defined by behavior intervention plans or Nonviolent Crisis Intervention trainings. **
☐  Staff wears PPE as appropriate (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor).
☐  Students wear PPE unless otherwise documented by a medical professional in a Doctor’s note and appropriate for the situation.
☐ Staff will wash and sanitize hands after incident has deescalated.
☐ Staff will change clothes after incident has deescalated.
☐ Student will wash and sanitize hands after incident has deescalated.

ACTIVITY: Medical procedures and concerns
Many of our students have unique medical needs. Staff assists with trach care, catherization, respiratory concerns, seizures, diabetic care and other needs. Whenever possible, staff will try to assist the student in the nurse’s office. There are times when this is not possible, and precautions will need to be taken in the classroom.
☐ It is recommended that inhalers are the first choice in dealing with respiratory concerns.
☐  For students who use or need nebulizers, school nurse will administer in an area with good ventilation, isolated from others with full PPE – masks, shields, gloves and gowns.
☐ For trach care, the nurse assigned to the student will wear appropriate PPE – masks, shield, gloves and gowns. During the procedures, the student will be safely distanced from others.
☐ For catherization, staff will wear appropriate PPE – gloves, shields, masks and gown.

ACTIVITY: Emergency Medical Concerns
In order to assist a student in need, there are times when the other students in the classroom will be required to move to another area. The students will be moved to another empty, cleaned room.
☐  When the medical emergency is called, stat team will report to the classroom with appropriate medical equipment.
☐ Staff will wear appropriate PPE – masks, shields, gloves and gowns as needed.

☐  Staff wears PPE during transition activities (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor)
☐  Students wear PPE unless otherwise documented by a medical professional in a Doctor’s note
During student dismissal: 
☐ Car Riders: Parents will be greeted by school staff and be asked to remain in their car
☐ School staff and students use hand sanitizer in between student transitions
☐  Staff wears PPE during arrival activities (facial mask, face shields, other PPE provided by building supervisor)
☐  Students wear PPE unless otherwise documented by a medical professional in a Doctor’s note
☐ Staff monitors student transition to classrooms using appropriate social distancing and safety protocols dependent on mobility and behavior needs
Each afternoon, after student dismissal:
☐  Spray/wipe down the desk, plexiglass divider (if available), chair, doorknobs and any
      other hard surface and allowed it to sit for 5 minutes. 
☐  Set up physical barriers between each student’s individual workstation to maintain district guidelines for social distancing for the next day. 
☐ Label individual student areas (desk, chair, box of manipulatives) to avoid cross contamination
☐  Set up each student’s workstation with individual boxes filled with pre-sanitized manipulatives, laminated schedule cards, laminated token systems.
